2. Composition/Information on Ingredients

BLA is a liquid containing 42.5% w/w styrene butadiene co-polymer and 20% w/w Alkyphenol ethylene oxide condensate). Used as a sticker/extender agent in agriculture, amenity, horticulture and forestry.

3. Hazards Identification

BLA is classified as an IRRITANT under the Classification, Packaging and Labelling guidelines. BLA is IRRITATING TO SKIN AND EYES. Symptoms of skin irritation include a reddening of the affected area and a burning sensation. Eye irritation is manifested by a reddening of the eye lids, watery eyes, inflammation of the conjunctiva and a burning sensation.

4. First Aid Measures

In case of contact with skin remove all contaminated clothing immediately. Rinse the skin initially with copious quantities of tepid (not hot ) water and then wash the affected area thoroughly with a mild soap and water. Replace contaminated clothing with clean clothing and wash the contaminated clothing thoroughly before re-wearing.

In case of contact with the eyes, rinse thoroughly with sterile emergency eyewash (preferred) or water for at least 15 minutes. Seek medical advice and show the product label where possible.

If swallowed seek medical advice immediately, do not induce vomiting unless under medical supervision.
5. Fire Fighting Measures

Fire-fighting personnel should wear standard chemical-resistant protective suit and self

contained breathing apparatus.

BLA is not combustible. Fight fire with water, carbon dioxide or foam as suitable for other products in the store. If without risk remove unopened packages from exposure to fire. Do not let fire-fighting water contaminate drains or watercourses.

6. Accidental Release Measures

Wear suitable protective coveralls, gloves and face protection (face-shield) when cleaning up accidental spillages. Avoid contact with skin and eyes, do not eat, drink or smoke. Use inert absorbent materials such as clay or sand to absorb small spillages, shovel up and place in plastic drums for subsequent safe disposal (see section 13).

Make an earth barrier to contain large spillages and prevent spillages from entering drains or sewers (inform the Local Water Authority if this happens) or rivers or other watercourses (inform National Rivers Authority if this occurs).

7. Handling and Storage

Handling: No special precautions are required if unopened packs are handled in store with care. Wash hands thoroughly before eating, drinking or smoking and after work. Before use the User should always read the label text and refer to the personal precautions for handling BLA.

Storage: BLA should be stored in a secure, dry well-ventilated building, away from animal feeding stuffs and protected from frost. It must not be possible for children to access the product. Stock should be checked regularly.

8. Exposure Controls/Personal Protection

The statutory conditions relating to the use of BLA state that :-

“Engineering control of operator exposure must be used where reasonably practicable in

addition to the following personal protective equipment:-

WEAR SUITABLE PROTECTIVE GLOVES AND FACE PROTECTION (FACESHIELD)

when handling concentrate.

However engineering controls may replace personal protective equipment if a COSHH assessment shows that they provide an equal or higher standard of protection.”

Industrial heavy duty rubber gloves are recommended or a glove providing the same amount of protection as a minimum standard. These should be in good condition and should be washed on both the outside and inside, after use. It is important that the fit and type of gloves selected are comfortable to the operator and that they do not hamper the pouring operation. A faceshield is recommended to prevent splashes to the face and eyes. Before opening the pack ensure that the visor on the faceshield is down. Do not raise the visor with contaminated gloves.

Keep the visor down whilst handling (especially measuring and pouring) the product.

9. Physical and Chemical Properties

Appearance: white emulsion

Odour: slight ammonia

10. Stability and Reactivity

Stable for at least 2 years under normal storage conditions. Avoid multi-valent transition metal ions as they will cause coagulation. Will also coagulate under low pH conditions. No known hazardous decomposition products
11. Toxicological Information

Acute oral LD50 rat > 5000 mg/kg

Acute dermal LD50 rabbit > 2000 mg/kg

Dermal sensitisation guinea pig not a sensitizer

Skin and eye irritancy rabbit Irritating to skin and eyes

Symptoms of poisoning by the oral route included depression, rapid shallow breathing, diarrhoea, hunched posture and squinting. Symptoms of poisoning by the dermal route included slight reddening of the skin. BLA is considered to be slightly irritating to the skin of rabbits, symptoms included a reddening of the skin. Irritancy tests in rabbit eye BLA caused redness and swelling of the conjunctiva with ocular discharge and loss of corneal lustre. These effects were transient.

On the basis of these data BLA is classified as irritating to the skin and eyes.

No known chronic effects from short or long term exposure.

12. Ecological Information

Ecotoxicology

Acute toxicity of BLA Bluegill Sunfish 96 hour LC50 360 mg/l

Acute toxicity of BLA Rainbow Trout 96 hour LC50 190 mg/l

On the basis of this data BLA is not hazardous to aquatic life. This data is yet to be reviewed by the UK Regulatory Authority. In the interim therefore BLA is classified as HARMFUL

TO FISH AND AQUATIC ORGANISMS.

Acute toxicity of BLA Bobwhite Quail oral LD 50 > 2250 mg/kg

13. Disposal Considerations

Dispose of unwanted BLA at a licensed waste disposal site.

Packaging should be triple rinsed and disposed of at an approved landfill site or by incineration.

Do not re-use containers.
