Early signs and symptoms include metallic taste, anxiety, throbbing frontal headache, dizziness and nausea; followed by laboured breathing, cyanosis and cardiac arrhythmias. These signs may develop within seconds or minutes of exposure. Later signs include  hypotension, unconsciousness, convulsions, pulmonary oedema and cardiovascular collapse which may lead to death. 

This product is highly toxic to animals, birds, fish and other aquatic organisms. Environmental contamination must be prevented.

��	FIRST AID MEASURES

 ���	FIRST AID MEASURES (continued)

     �First Aid - Eyes�Immediately flood the eye with plenty of water for at least 15 minutes, holding the eye open.  Obtain medical attention urgently.  

Treat as for inhalation. 

 ��     �First Aid - Skin�Immediately flood the skin with large quantities of water, then thoroughly wash with soap and water. Remove contaminated clothing as washing proceeds. Obtain medical attention urgently. 

Treat as for inhalation. 

 ��     �First Aid - Ingestion�Wash out mouth with water. 

Keep warm and at rest. Obtain medical attention urgently. 

Treat as for inhalation. 

 ��     �First Aid - Inhalation�Remove from exposure. Keep warm and at rest. 

If the patient is conscious, crush an ampoule of amyl nitrite in a handkerchief and allow the patient to inhale the vapour for 15-20 seconds. In the absence of medical supervision, repeat once only after three minutes. 

If there is difficulty in breathing, also give oxygen.

If breathing has ceased or shows signs of failing, apply artificial respiration using oxygen and a suitable mechanical device such as a bag and a mask. Do not use mouth-to-mouth ventilation. Break an ampoule of amyl nitrite and allow the patient to inhale the vapour for 15-20 seconds whilst applying artificial respiration. In the absence of medical supervision, repeat once only after three minutes. 

Obtain medical attention urgently. 

 ��Advice to Physicians��Sodium cyanide liberates hydrogen cyanide in contact with moisture. Cyanides impair or totally inhibit cellular respiration by binding to the ferric groups of cytochrome oxidases. 

Take a blood sample in all cases for blood cyanide using fluoride/oxalate tube and chill immediately and arrange urgent analysis. Be careful to avoid extravasation. 

In addition to first aid measures undertaken, give amyl nitrite by inhalation, 1 ampoule every three minutes until 6 have been used.

Give oxygen. 

In cases of moderate to severe poisoning (i.e. with coma or convulsions) or if diagnosis is certain, administer Cobalt EDTA (Kelocyanor); or, less desirably, sodium nitrite/sodium thiosulphate.
